Coursework Timeline

e Applications to the summer/fall term may be asked to submit spring final grades. Competitive applicants will have Required and
Recommended coursework completed by the application deadline.

e Summer coursework will not be considered for summer/fall applicants.

e Fall coursework will not be considered for spring applicants.

e Applicants to the spring term should have the Required and Recommended coursework completed by the end of Summer Il semester before
applying.

Additional Transfer Requirements

e Transfer applicants should have completed a full semester (spring or fall) course load of 12 transferable hours (minimum) after graduating from
high school.

e Maximum credit hours listed are hours completed at the time of application. The department strongly recommends that students apply for transfer
as early as possible.

e The Department of Political Science is looking for students who are interested in pursuing our degree as a focus. The essay and supporting
materials should reflect the students’ interest in pursuing our degree, including but not limited to background circumstances in academic career,
influences towards major consideration,, career aspirations with degree as part of students’ path, and how students’ understanding of impacts
from acts of service.

o All courses completed, regardless of degree applicability, are considered including accepted credit by exam hours. Applicants cannot select which
hours are transferable, or opt to exclude completed hours, all completed hours will be factored when calculating total credit hours completed. All
courses completed, regardless of degree applicability, are considered including transcripted credit by exam hours.

e Meeting minimum requirements does not guarantee admission. The entire record is reviewed for consistency in coursework and grades.

Career & Educational Opportunities

Political science is the study of governments, the processes by which government officials and institutions make public policies, and the effects of those
policies on society. The governments of all nations — and all levels of government such as those for cities and states as well as national governments — are
subjects of study in this discipline. Political science also researches the political attitudes and behavior of citizens and of those individuals who hold official
government positions. It also examines the relationships among the nations of the world. Among other things, political science addresses power,
authority, influence, identity, ethics, law, liberty, justice, wealth, and violence.

The study of political science introduces students to a powerful set of analytical tools for understanding interactions within and among groups of people.
These include systematic knowledge of recurring patterns and problems in political life and methods for collecting and analyzing data and other forms of
evidence. Studying political science also cultivates critical thinking and effective communication and prepares students for active citizenship, professional
success, and lifelong learning.
