The essay and supporting materials
should reflect that the student is interested in pursuing our degree.

e Meeting minimum requirements does not guarantee admission. The entire record is reviewed for consistency in coursework and grades.

Additional Information

e Applicants should be serious about earning a degree in Global Studies.

e Transfer applicants are instructed NOT to accept transfer admission to any major with the expectation of later applying for an on-campus
change of major.

e International Experience is required after completion of the beginning language level and GLST 201 and GLST 205 to complete this degree.
